Under its policy of social responsibility, since 2001 the Portucel Soporcel group has 

made a donation intended for Christmas presents to social and humanitarian 

institutions which operate in the regions where its mills are located.

The specific needs of the elderly and of young people suffering from social exclusion 

are also areas which the Portucel Soporcel group has been supporting.
